

















Period of Transition

This one-man show, which is my second,
marks a period of transition in my work. The
change in course is a significant one, and to make
this clear, | have decided to include in the show
paintings prior to that change along with the ones |
am making now.

Four of the paintings (Rectangles,
Television, Breasts and Brown Man) | am showing
were made in the years 1996, 97 and 98, when
work was done without planning, in one or two
sessions. That kind of work didn't satisfy me, but it
was spontaneous and straightforward. There was
no room for doubts, no choices to be made. What
came up in the canvas was readily accepted.

Now, it seems that my previous method has
been turned up side down. The three paintings
made this year (Explosion, Landscape, and House)
and the 1999 one (Collection) signals a new
departure, with planning and preparatory sketches.
In addition, the abstract forms and the figures,
already present in the old works, are subject to a
more careful outline and treatment. Working this
way also stimulates me to make a free use of color.

The heterogeneous nature of a selection of
this kind, although not advisable, can be
interesting, if we bear in mind that the work of an
artist goes through changes all the time. Usually
the changes are made in the silence of the studio,
and when the show is organized, only the new
works are present. With the old works displayed
along with the new ones, it is almost as if the
painting could change itself in front of the
spectator.
